A The migration flows are derived from the household and group quarter
locations sampled in the American Community Survey (ACS) and the
responses to the migration questions on the questionnaire.

A Group quarters include people living in correctional institutions, juvenile
detention facilities, nursing homes, other long-term care facilities, college
dorms, military facilities and other noninstitutionalized facilities.

A Migration flow refers to residents moving from one geography to another.

A Each year the U.S. Census Bureau releases migration flow tables for selected
geographic summary levels based on the ACS 5-year dataset.

A County-to-county migration flow estimates have been produced every 5-
years beginning with 2005-2009.
